A. Brief overview of requirement to update the City’s landfill master 
plan, financial assurance plan, and landfill operations plan. 

 
Staff reviewed the need to plan for the future of the landfill including a 
master plan update, financial assurance plan, and operations plan. The 
proposed consultant costs were negotiated down from over $300,000 to 
$265,000. Staff doesn’t have the expertise for this level of planning. There 
was discussion on the collection and use of methane gas and estimated 
life of the landfill. 
 

B. Presentation of draft 2022 Strategic Plan. 
 
Staff reviewed the draft strategic plan and questioned whether body 
worn cameras should be included in the strategic plan as part of a safe 
community. 
 
There was discussion on whether body worn cameras should be included 
in the strategic plan and what their objective is; pitfalls to be wary of with 
some employee recognition programs; having measurable goals; and 
role of the City Council after the strategic plan is adopted.
